  1 
Horses age as 1st January in the valid year of membership.

2. Judges decision is final and binding at all times

Horse and rider combinations may compete in as many qualifiers as they like. If the highest placed member in an age range has already qualified it can be passed down to the next highest placed member.

5
Members must have their membership cards with them at the regional final. If you have lost your card please contact the dressage office and a replacement can be send for an administration charge of £5.00.

6
All Veteran Horses are allowed to take part in a VHD class. If a horse and rider combination qualify and they are not members they must register with the VHS and VHD within 14 days to be eligible to take part in a regional final .

7 At a qualifying class one horse/pony in each age range (Pre-Veteran 15- 19yrs, Veteran 20-24yrs and Veteran Plus 25yrs & over) will qualify for the regional final at each show regardless of their placing in the class.

8  At the regional the top 3 riders will go forward to the Grand final (Please note at the regional final there will not be separate classes for each age range)

9 Competitors must enter the same combination with which they have qualified, no substitutions are allowed for any reason.

10 The organizers retain the right to ban/refuse entry of any competitor, horse or pony from any event or from the show ground.

11 The organizers for any accident, injury, loss, damage, and illness to spectators, horses/ponies, riders and their property however caused accept no responsibility.

12
Competitors receiving qualifying cards must return them to the   dressage office within 10 days.

13 Any one seen riding in a dangerous manner or ill-treating a horse or pony

will be disqualified from any competition and no refund given.
